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1. Construct an Ellingham Diagram showing only the Fe/FeO, Fe/Fe3O4, Fe/Fe2O3, C/CO2, and C/CO lines the Si/SiO2 line where the standard state of Si is the pure liquid.
2. On this Ellingham Diagram the Si/SiO2 line where the standard state of Si is pure liquid. Use pure, solid silica for silica’s standard state.

3. Add a nomograph of (aSi/aSiO2) for the above Si/SiO2 line.
